4. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

e comply with the conditions of the Hackathon specified in the Rules.

7. HACKATHON MECHANISM

8.3 All communication and project submission are conducted in Russian.
Support will also be available in Uzbek and English, and participants can
use these languages if they wish.

8.4 Teams must adhere to the established deadlines and stages of the
hackathon indicated on the website: https:/brb.uz/hackcelerator.

9. REGISTRATION AND SELECTION OF TEAMS

9.1 Team registration is carried out through the official platform of the
hackathon according to the deadlines indicated on the official website.

9.2 Each team must fill out a registration form indicating information about
each participant. The participant and the team undertake to fill out the
application form accurately and completely.

9.3 The organizing team reserves the right to admit the Participant to the
Hackathon. The selection of the Participant/Team will be based on the
criteria below but not limited to:

Compliance of the team's skills with the selected task.
Diversity of the team composition.

Experience in similar hackathons.

Availability of project prototypes is an advantage.

10. MENTORING AND SUPPORT
10.1 Each team will be assigned a mentor from the invited experts.

10.2 Participants can contact mentors for advice and consultation during
the mentor's allocated time throughout the hackathon.

10.3 Teams should attend regular workshops and webinars on topics
related to fintech and project development.

10.4 All communication between the Teams and Mentors, as well as
Organizers, will be conducted online.

1. EVALUATION CRITERIA AND AWARDS

1.1 The winners of the Hackathon are the Teams that took 1-2-3 places
according to the Jury's evaluation.

1.2 The organizer and partners have the right to define additional
nominations and awards.

11.3 Projects are evaluated according to the following criteria (but not
limited to):

e Innovativeness (30%)
e Technical implementation (40%)
e Market potential (30%)

1.4 Winners receive prizes and the opportunity to further develop their
project with the support of the hackathon partners. Detailed information
about prizes and opportunities will be provided on the hackathon website.

12. CODE OF CONDUCT

12.1 All participants are required to adhere to respectful and professional
behavior.



12.2 Any manifestation of discrimination, aggression, and violation of
ethical norms is prohibited.

12.3 In case of violation of the rules and code of conduct, the team may be
disqualified.

13. CONFIDENTIALITY AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

13.1 By accepting the terms of this Public Offer, the Participant undertakes
not to disclose any information that became known to him/her while
participating in the Hackathon to third parties without the written consent
of the Bank.

13.2 All information and educational programs, organizational conditions
for conducting the Hackathon (non-disclosed information) developed by
the Bank belong exclusively to the Bank and cannot be used or otherwise
utilized without the written permission of the Bank.

13.3 In case of violation of the above points, the Participant undertakes to
fully compensate for the damage caused as a result of illegal use and
dissemination of such information in accordance with Article 1096 of the
Civil Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

19.1 Projects undergo preliminary selection based on registration data and
prototypes.



19.2 Selected projects are reviewed by the jury based on the results of the
demo day.

20. EVALUATION PROCEDURE

20.1 Each project is evaluated according to the criteria specified in clause
1.3.

20.2 Each criterion is assigned a score from 1to 10.

20.3 The final score of the project is the weighted average value for all
criteria.

21. QUORUM
211 The minimum number of jury members for making a decision is 3.

21.2 In case of equality of votes with an even number of judges, the
chairman has a priority vote.

22. FINAL PROVISIONS

22.1 The venue for the Hackathon will be announced on the official page
(website) of the competition, as well as on the official page of the Bank on
social networks.

22.2 In all matters not provided for by this Public Offer, the parties are
guided by the current legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

22.3 The organizers reserve the right to make changes to the hackathon
rules. Participants will be promptly notified of all changes.

22.4 The organizer does not compensate and does not reimburse any
losses or other expenses that may arise for the Participants during the
Hackathon program.
